This scholarship aims to attract
outstanding students from the ASEAN member countries to pursue Ph.D. studies at Suranaree
University of Technology, one of the leading National Research Universities of Thailand. It
grants a total amount of 960,000 Baht (approx. 30,000 USD ) over a period of three years and of
1,200,000 Baht (approx. 37,500 USD) over a period of five years to a candidate holding a master’s
or a bachelor’s degree, respectively.

The beginning of the year 2016 marks a very important milestone for all ASEAN
(Association of Southeast Asian Nations) countries because we shall be integrated
into one single community. The ASEAN Community consists of three pillars, namely
the ASEAN Political-Security Community (APSC), the ASEAN Economic Community
(AEC) and the ASEAN Socio-Cultural Community. Higher education has an important
role in supporting the establishment of the ASEAN Community and preparing the
ASEAN people and countries for regional integration.
